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WANTED: VOLUNTEERS TO SAVE LIVES

Have you ever wondered what it would be like to become a hero by
saving a life? Wonder no more, because the health ministry team is providing
that opportunity for you! One out of 5 to 10 patients entering the hospital needs
blood. Sharee Hoegerl of the Mississippi Valley Regional Blood Center reports
t hat 5,150 wunits of bl ood product s
Mercy hospitals last year. The number one underlying diagnosis for need of
blood is cancer. In fact, 19% of blood transfusions in our region go to patients
with cancer. Very closely following this group are patients with heart disease,
who receive 16% of blood transfusions. Additional recipients include patients
with gastrointestinal bleeding, injuries, other chronic disease, operative blood
losses, and obstetrical blood losses.

As a parish service project for our community, the Health Ministry
Team is hosting a blood drive on Thursday, December 1, 2011, from 1:30 to
6:30 at the church, and we need your help! Who can donate? Almost anyone
who is at least 17 years old (16 with signed parental consent) and weighs at
least 110 pounds, who has not donated blood in the last 56 days.

Common misperceptions are that those with a history of cancer cannot
donate, and that diabetes and high blood pressure are exclusions to becoming a
donor. The fact is that most people with history of cancer are free to donate if
they have been free of cancer for one year. Those with a history ef non
melanoma skin cancer can donate as soon as their surgical wound has healed.
Diabetics, even those requiring insulin, are eligible to donate blood, as are peo-
ple with high blood pressure controlled with medication. The use of most medi-
cations will not exclude a potential blood donor. It takes about51Minutes
for the donation itself, with the entire process taking less than one hour. Your
blood will then be separated into the individual components of red blood cells,
platelets, and plasma, with one donor providing blood products for as many as
three patients in need!

The need for blood is present daily. With a limited shelf life of five
days for platelets and 42 days for red blood cells, blood cannot be stockpiled.
The need can only be met by ongoing donations.

The Health Ministry Team will be scheduling ahead of time for the
blood drive, though walin donors will certainly be welcome. Please consider
participating in this community service project with your fellow parishioners.
Less that one hour of your time could help save 3 lives, and earn you the title of
Nl sheer! o

One of three permanent Papal
Distinctions, this medal was initiate
to honorBenemerentifi d e s e r
per s ons. eneniechegts \
engraved on the medal, which is ir
tended to be worn over the chest,
held by a ribbon of the papal color: ‘
gold and white.

ancient beliefs. Wearing oak leaves
was a sign of special status among the early Greeks and Romans, who
believed that the oak was to be honored for its endurance and noble pres-
ence.

Accompanying the medal is a small pin (upper left corner of the
above photo) which can be worn on less formal occasions.

This description of the medal explains the reason it has been awarded
to the Blockers who have, indeed,
in the city of Dubuque, at Loras College, and in Resurrection Parish.

The Blockers join other recipients of tBenemerentmnedal
awarded over the years throughout the world. The medal was first
awarded by Pope Pius VI (171599) to recognize military merit. In
1925, Pius Xl began awarding this medal as a mark of recognition to both
laity and clergy who had given meritorious and long service to the
Church.
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Perhaps the most famous of the recipients over the years was
Maria Augusta Von Trappyho received the medal in 1949 from Pope
Pius XII in recognition for the Trapp Family AustriRelief Program,
which aided postvar economically depressed Austrians.

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WHAT DOES ADVENT HAVE TO DO WITH
THENEW ROMAN MISSAL

These November weekends before Mass we are being introduced
to some facets of the New Roman Missal. Why? And why now?

The Feast of Christ the King on November 20 marks the end of
the current Liturgical Year. It is an important feast, marking the fact that
Christ has died and risen for our salvation, and that he now reigns in
heaven, the end of his earthly journey.

Advent begins the cycle of his life all over, starting with the
preparations of the Old Testament for the Messiah, and ultimately of
Mary and Joseph for the birth of Jesus. Did you know that during Sun-
days of the year the Gospels contain all the major doctrines of the
Church? Unfortunately, we too often do not even realize that we are be-
ing instructed each Sunday in the major beliefs of our faith simply by lis-
tening to the Gospels proclaimed. This is also how the people in the
early Church learned their faith, by listening to the apostles as they taught
about Jesus.

So it is most appropriate that the Church decided to have the
changes in the Roman Missal begin on the first Sunday of Advent, the
time of Preparation. Mary and Joseph made a difficult and cumbersome
trip on the donkey to get to Bethlehem. The road was hilly and rough,
and a donkey is certainly not as smooth a ride as a Cadillac Seville would
provide!

But they did not concentrate on the dift
culties. Instead, they focused on the goal, re:
ing a place in which to give birth to our Savior
Arriving in Bethlehem, however, they found th
all the rooms had been taken. Finally a kind |
Keeper offered them his stable, and so, sur-
rounded by hay and anlmals the Son of God :

in I|fe is comfortable or easy. But for Mary, the "
privacy and just having a place to rest made it all worthwhile.

So itis for us as we prepare to engage in changes of some of the
prayers with which we have grown comfortable. It may seem a bit rocky
as we stumble around new words and unfamiliar phrases. It may be a
steep learning curve to adjust to new Mass music.
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But we have to focus on the goal, on the fact that sometimes we
are refreshed and more attentive w
haps we get too comfortable with what we have always known, and, in
general, nobody likes change anyway. But learning new phrases will
cause us to stop and think, to be more aware, to stop taking for granted
the prayers of the Liturgy, and thus to gain new insights by thinking more
about the words we can too often pray without thought.

Before the Second Vatican Council, every Mass in the world was
celebrated using Latin. No matter where one traveled, there was no
variation. However, some of the translations into vernacular languages,
of necessity done hurriedly after Vatican Il, were not as accurate or as
meanindfilled as they could have been. And, among English speaking
countries, the translations of some phrases or words varied. The Church
has made the changes in order to have our language more closely align
with the Latin texts. Now the prayers are as close to being identical in
the vernacular as is possible.

So, if, like Mary, we can focus on the goal, the minor difficulties
of the journey will become worthwhile! Before we know it, we will have
arrived at a place which is again comfortable, and, chances are, we will
have forgotten the hilly road and steep learning curves.

For you who are still young, it may help you to know that many

of us grew up saying AAnd with you
cept that we used Latin: AEt cum
